An Italian multinational was selling eggs labelled “organic” that were in reality produced by hens kept in
cages. According to European legislation, organic eggs must be produced by hens that spent at least
one-third of their lives outdoors.

Italian authorities have arrested two people for selling large amounts of seed oil labelled as olive oil
from Puglia.

The massive fires
on the island destroyed 1000 hives. Also, fraud cases have been detected in which honey from the
island was mixed with fructose syrup.
